	Intro: 
Spend a short time independently researching fairground rides past and present
(some pics of older fairs on the resource sheet)
In what ways are they distinctive?
· types of ride, stall or attraction
· decoration: lettering, illustration and patterns
· use of lighting
· music 

These build an identity for traveling fairs which is over 150 years old.

	Main: 
Examine the circus and fairground fonts (one included on the resource sheet but others online)

Have a go at writing and decorating your own name in a fairground font

Extension ideas:
Design and illustrate your own fairground ride, booth or attraction

Investigate the work of Granville T Woods: think like an inventor (Science and Technology)
