	Intro: 
Faith Ringgold

Faith Ringgold was an artist sculptor and storyteller.

Her story Tar Beach, is beautifully read by her on this link:

One of her key areas of work  was to tell stories through making quilts. Especially in the 1980s and 90s she designed and sewed quilts that told a story.  
Art – Faith Ringgold

Discuss: 
what is a quilt?
Quilt making is a traditional craft in America and Wales where women work together to make a piece of art that may be used every day for many years and becomes a treasured part of someone’s belongings. 
Why use fabric instead of just writing the story or painting?
What techniques does she use?

Look at some of the quilts, make notes on what you can see. what stories do you think each one is telling?


	Main: 

Can you work with a friend to design a quilt that tells Cuthbert's story?

Consider:
You could use paper or card instead of fabric. 
Alternatively you can use fabric but glue it together onto card rather than sew.
What will be the central picture?
Will there be people in the quilt?
Will your quilt have a border around the edge? what will it be?
Will your quilt be made of smaller pictures joined together or will it just be one large picture?



	Plenary: 
Exhibit around the class and discuss 

Extension:
Film a commentary of your story quilt to tell Cuthbert’s story in your own words.
