	WM: Enquiry, exploration and investigation inspire curiosity about the world, its past, present and future.

	LO: I can research jobs related to boxing (inside and outside the ring) and create a job description.

	Success Criteria:
· Identify different job roles associated with boxing.
· Carry out research on these positions.
· Create a detailed job description for a chosen role.
· Present their job descriptions effectively.

	Intro: 
· Show students a short video clip of a boxing match to engage them and stimulate discussion.
· Ask the students what roles they think are involved in a boxing match.
· An idea to display in the form of a spider chart to see how the jobs are connected to each other.

	Main: 
Lead by the teacher
1. Introduce the concept of various jobs associated with boxing (e.g. boxer, referee, trainer, promoter, 'cut man').
2. Give definitions and explanations for each role. (how to do this in a convenient way e.g. pairs, picture and definition etc.)
3. Discuss responsibilities, skills, and qualities required for each position.
4. Explain the importance of research to understand different professions.

Independent Work
· Divide the students into small groups.
· Provide each group with resources (books, websites, etc.) to research different jobs related to boxing.
· Students research one job role per group, identifying key information.
· Encourage the students to work together, discuss findings, and summarize relevant details.
The group can use slides, a poster, a mind map to record their discoveries - as each group reports back, the other groups can add to their records so that each group has recorded on each job.

	Plenary: 
· Each group presents their findings to the class.
· Facilitate a class discussion on the diversity of jobs within the boxing industry.
