Travelling Fairs

	4 Purpose: ambitious, capable learners who: undertake research and evaluate critically what they find and are ready to learn throughout their lives

	WM: Enquiry, exploration and investigation inspire curiosity about the world, its past, present and future.
	DL: I can present my findings in various ways, reaching conclusions and opinions based on the evidence used.

	LO:  Investigate travelling fairs and explain the impact they have on the local area. (focus can also be on the element of boxing booths)

	Intro: 
· Start with a short video or photos of traveling fairs to engage students and assess their prior knowledge.
· Ask the students to note down any thoughts or questions that come to mind while watching the video.
· Have the pupils seen one before? Visited one? Do they know where they are?

	Main: 
· Show the pupils examples of local travelling fairs (e.g. Neath, Merthyr, Ammanford)
· Pupils to locate the fairs on a map of Wales - where are they? 
· What are the advantages of fairs coming to the local area / what are the disadvantages? 
· Once the pupils have a solid understanding of travelling fairs you could introduce the main activity: 
· Divide the pupils into small groups and give each group a specific traveling fair to investigate.
· You could focus on different elements such as the history of the fair (When did it start? Why did it start?) what is in the fair? Where in the world is the fair? (Geographical: Why is it there?)
· Encourage the students to work together and share their findings - they could create a pamphlet about their fair - how would they then encourage people to go to the fair? GoogleSites: Work together as a class to enter all the information about their fair and share together.


	Plenary: 
· Each group presents their research findings to the class.
· Facilitate discussion on the various effects that travelling fairs can have on local areas.
· Are there things that are similar/different between the travelling fairs? 
· How have they adapted over time? Why?
